Pentaacetic Acid (DTPA).  DTPA is a chelating agent used to treat individuals who are

known or suspected to be internally contaminated with plutonium, americium, or 


curium. 
Scope

Planning Assumptions
· The pre-deployed DTPA will be located within the Albuquerque CRI MSA.

· New Mexico currently has pre-deployed caches of DTPA along the WIPP route for use in the case of a radiological event.


 DTPA is specifically meant for use in two situations:
· To treat victims with trauma evacuated from the scene of a “dirty bomb” incident

· To treat first responders who arrived at the scene with inadequate personal protection 
equipment (PPE).
The use of DTPA is specifically meant for two cohorts:  

· victims with trauma evacuated from the dirty bomb site
· early first responders who were on the scene with inadequate personal protective equipment (PPE)


Reduce long term risk of developing cancer or other radiation induced illness for individuals
directly exposed to three alpha wave radio isotopes and emergency responders.
Concept of Operations:

Command and control:
· Incident Command:  All response resources will be mobilized into the Incident Command System (ICS) authorized for response to the event.

Communications:

· The lead agency will coordinate with Incident Command.
· Annex 2, “Tactical Communications”, of the New Mexico State SNS Plan will be implemented upon the activation of this plan.

Public Information and DTPA Warning

· All incident information will be communicated to the public through the Joint Information Center (JIC) in coordination with both the Incident Command and the Local Emergency Operations Center.

· Hospitals may communicate organizational information to the public directly (contact, Mission) however, information concerning public instructions, incident updates and public resources should be managed through the JIC.
DTPA Mission Essential Tasks
· Notification of plan activation, by the Department of Health Emergency Operations Center Representative to the host facility. 

· Department of Health Emergency Operations Center Representative will insure the following information is obtained from the requesting agency:




Location of incident




Approximate number of victims




Severity of exposure



Hospital facility victims are being transported to




Any pertinent road closures and/or alternate routes available/recommended




Point of contact and contact information at the hospital receiving the DTPA
· Upon verification of the need to transport DTPA, procedures from the New Mexico State SNS plan Annex 5, “Security”, and Annex 9, “Distribution”, will be considered.

· New Mexico State Police will be notified of the need to transport DTPA from host facility to treatment facility (for treatment of people and emergency responders) to treat victims with trauma evacuated from the dirty bomb site and early first responders who are on the scene with inadequate personal protective equipment (PPE).  
· In the event the DTPA requires transport in excess of 60 miles, New Mexico State Police will be notified of the event and advised of the extended transport time.  New Mexico State Police will be advised by New Mexico Department of Health Emergency Operations Center of the need to transport the DTPA via helicopter to the requesting hospital. 
· New Mexico State Police will pick up the DTPA from the host facility 

· Transport it to the  OMMITTED FOR SECURITY heliport

· Load the DTPA onto the helicopter 

· Transport to the requesting facility
                    The DTPA will be airborne in sixty (60) minutes and delivered to the requesting facility  

  in no more than two (2) hours.

Priority Groups

Priority groups for treatment with DTPA are:
· Victims with trauma suspected or known to be internally contaminated with plutonium, americium, or curium.

· Early first responders who were on the scene with inadequate personal protective equipment.

Logistics

DTPA will be administered to patients transported to a hospital emergency department.  Patient will have been decontaminated prior to transport.  In the case of a mass exposure the hospital will initiate its emergency operations plan.  
· Hospitals will have ancillary supplies in their normal day-to-day inventory.
	Ancillary Supplies for Administration of DTPA

	Intravenous Administration

	5 or 10 mL syringe with filtered needle

	100 or 250 ml bag of normal saline, D5W or Lactated Ringers

	IV administration tubing and start up supplies (IV angiocatheter, providone iodine swabs, tourniquets, tape, transparent medical dressing, saline flush)


DTPA Placement Considerations

The New Mexico Department of Health Bureau of Health Emergency Management SNS Program will maintain a list of contacts at the DTPA storage location and update them on a quarterly basis.  Any changes in personnel acting as primary points of contact will be relayed by the host facility to the New Mexico Department of Health Bureau of Health Emergency Management SNS Program both verbally and in writing within 24 hours of the changes(s).
