Use a HEPA (high efficiency particle air) filter vacuum Larger rugs can be steam cleaned.

Some smaller rugs can be washed in the washing machine.
Vacuum from top o bottom then left to right. 00 NOT PUT IN ANY OTHER CLOTHES OR LINENS.
Spend 10 minutes vacuuming a small area (2 ft x 5 ).
